above for the purpose of re-classification of Land bearing GLRS No.11, Situated in
outside Bazaar area of St.Thomas Mount Cantonment from class “B4” to Class “C”.

In this connection, the Board has discussed the subject matter in detail and
resolved as follows:-




“ Considered and approved the reclassification of the Cantonment Defence
land measuring 0.50 acres on land bearing GLRS No.11, which is clarified as ‘B4’
land and placed under the management of Defence Estate Officer, Madras Circle,
situated outside Notified Bazaar area at St. Thomas Mount Cantonment into ‘C’ land
for the purpose of “ Working Women’s Hostel”.

In response, the DEO, MC, Chennai has returned the subject proposal vide
their letter No.N/765/70/MC dated 16.11.2020 cited (v) above, stating that “It is
intimated that the Indian Coast Guard have already submitted the proposal for
Reclassification of GLRS No.11 of St Thomas Mount cum Pallavaram Cantonment
from B-4 to A-1 and as per their request, this Office has submitted the proposal
along with the recommendations/comments of this Office as well as views of the
LMA to the PD,DE and in turn PD,DE also submitted their recommendations to the
DG,DE and presently the matter is pending with the Ministry of Defence for the
decision of the competent Authority.

In view of above, the request / proposal submitted by your office vide letter
mentioned under reference for establishment of Working Womens Hostel is
returned herewith for the above mentioned reasons”.

In this connection, the officials of this office along with the officials of the
DEO, MC, Chennai have inspected certain sites within the St.Thomas Mount cum
Pallavaram Cantonment Area on 20.11.2020 to identify the suitable alternate
location for the subject proposal and found that the land in GLRS NO.393/4-1 at
Meenambakkam Area is ideal location for the subject proposal of Construction of
Working Womens Hostel.

The said land bearing GLRS NO.393/4-1, measuring 0.855 Acres is classified
as B4, situated in Meenambakkam Area (Near Meenambakkam Subway), under the
Management of DEO, MC, Chennai situated outside civil Area of St.Thomas Mount
cum Pallavaram Cantonment. The said location is the prime location situated near
to GST Road with very convenient transport facilities such as Bus stops, Railway
station, International & Domestic Airport etc.

Therefore, the subject land has to be Re-classified from “B4” to “C” for the
above mentioned purpose. Hence the Board may be consider and approve the same

To consider the building plan application cited (1) above, it is intimated that
Mr.Neeranjan Agarwal & Mrs.Premalatha Agarwal, No.2/4, Veteran Lines,
C.pPallavaram, Chennai — 600 043 requesting permission for the proposed
demolition and re-construction of residential building in ground floor, first floor and
second floor in door no-2/52, Veteran Lines, C.Pallavaram, Chennai — 600 043.
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The subject land bearing GLRS N0.388/116, RS.N0.896, classified as B2
land (Private/Patta Land), situated Outside Civil area at C.Pallavaram (Ward-V).

The subject building plan application has been returned to the applicant vide
this office letter cited (2) above due to certain observations in plan.

It is pertinent to intimate that a court case is pending in the Honorable
Supreme Court, filed by Mr.V.Krishnamoorthy, Proprietor, M/s.Aviation Express who
is the tenant of the subject property against the 1) CEO, Cantonment Board,
St.Thomas Mount cum Pallavaram, Chennai and 2 Others vide SLP No0s.22230 &
22231 of 2018 seeking to obtain orders to refrain from demolishing the structures
raised by them in the subject property.

Further, the applicant has re-submitted a building plan application to this
office on 07.09.2020 vide letter cited (3) above duly rectifying the observations.

The same has been returned to the applicant on 13.10.2020 vide letter cited
(4) above, since the court case is pending in the Honorable Supreme Court.

On the other hand, this office has sent a letter to the Cantonment Board
Legal Counsel ie., M/s.King & Patridge, Advocates, Chennai on 13.10.2020 vide
letter cited (5) above, requesting to offer legal opinion that, whether the subject
building plan application may be sanctioned or not since the court case is pending
in the Honorable Supreme Court cited above.

In response, the Cantonment Board Legal Counsel has given a legal opinion
on 18.11.2020 vide letter cited (6) above, stating that the subject building plan
application may be considered by taking undertakings and indemnities.

The salient portion of the legal opinion is as follows :

“In _such view of the matter, the present owners shall be sufficiently informed
that SLP (C) No0s.22230 & 22231 of 2018 are still pending before the Supreme
Court of India, sufficient undertakings and indemnities taken with regard to
considering the planning permission independent of the matter and thereafter you
may proceed with the consideration of the application for planning permission on
merits.

Accordingly, you may take this matter forward”.

Thereafter, this office has sent a letter to the applicant on 19.11.2020 vide
letter cited (7) above and asked to submit an affidavit by giving undertaking duly
signed by the Notary Public in proper that he has to obey and comply the
orders/directions of the Honorable Supreme Court in connection with the SLP
N0s.22230 & 22231 of 2018 filed by Mr.V.Krishnamoorthy, Proprietor, M/s.Aviation
Express, Chennai.
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In response, the applicant vide his letter dated 23.11.2020 cited (8) above,
has submitted an undertaking in Affidavit in proper as per the legal opinion given
by the Cantonment Board Legal counsel and as per the directions of this office.

Further it is also intimated that the Engineering Section has reported that no
encroachment on Government Land is involved. As per the report of AE/JE, the
building plan is in conformity with the building bye laws and FSI restrictions.

In light of above, the Board may consider the subject matter as per above.
The relevant files and papers are placed on the taken.

To consider exemption/waive off of licence fees for the temporary stalls in
St. Thomas Mount and Pallavaram towards nationwide lockdown due to COVID-19.

Due to the ongoing pandemic COVID-19, strict lockdown guidelines were
implemented by the Indian Government which was in effect till 31%" of June 2020.
Hence, during the lockdown only the essential shops were issued permissions to
kept open.

As a result, the temporary stalls which were licensed in St. Thomas Mount
(opp. To Jothi Theatre) and Pallavaram (Opp. To Alstom Company) were closed till
the end of June 2020 as it is mentioned in the G.O issued by the Tamil Nadu State
Government (cited under reference-2) that the Tea stalls should not be kept open
during the lockdown.

In this connection, the licensee of temporary stalls had also submitted letters
to this office requesting to waive off the tender amount till 30" of June 2020.
Further more, the licencees are also requesting not to increase the licence fee
amount (by 10%) this year as per pt. 3 of the licence agreement as they have faced
heavy losses due to COVID-19.0
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Whereas, this office had already waived off/exempted the licensee to pay the
licence fee for the period from 01%' April 2020 to 15™ May 2020 (vide CBR cited
under reference-3). However, as per pt. 6 of the licence agreement of the Vehicle
Parking tender and Temporary stalls tender, the Board can consider the request.

Hence, the board may decide and resolve on the above status of licence fees
towards payment of licence fees for temporary stalls and increase of licence fees in
this regard.

In this connection, the relevant files are placed on the table.

RESOLUTION NO.13: The Board considered the matter in detail and resolved that
with regard to temporary stalls, the payment of licence fee is waived off for the
period from 16" May 2020 to 30" June 2020.

This office had licenced out the maintenance of market, collection of itinerant
vendor fees in Old Trunk Road, Pallavaram for a period of 52 weeks to Shri. S.
Senguttuvan vide e-Tender process for a licence fee amount of
Rs.3,05,000/- per week.

Whereas due to cyclone Nivar, heavy rains and wind had resulted in water
logging in Old Trunk Road where the Friday market will function every week. Hence,
the licencee Shri. S.Senguttuvan (vide his letter cited under reference) had
requested to exempt/waive-off the licence fee amount as the shops cannot be
erected temporarily in most of the places due to water-logging.

Whereas on 27.11.2020, around 50% of the shops were found to be functioning in
the OId Trunk Road and there was public movement. Hence, the officials of the
Revenue Department had carried out surprise checks in the morning and in the
afternoon on the concerned day and found out that no itinerant fee or parking fees
was collected from the itinerant vendors and public.
